The program 
opens on November 8th and will assist consumers with 
vehicle purchases and other related vehicle issues. The 
grant will cover Centre and Clearfi eld counƟ es. 

The VAP program will assist the individuals under 200% of 
federal poverty income incomes guidelines. The program 
will provide an allotment of up to $2,500 to help purchase 
a vehicle from a cerƟ fi ed car dealership, $1500 for larger 

repairs and up to $500 will be provided to perform necessary required services to keep the car running 
effi  ciently and legally (i.e., state inspecƟ ons, insurance, registraƟ on).
